 Matches will be played on at least six grounds located throughout the twin island 
Federation. 

About Matches and Competitions: 
 

 There will be at least eighty-eight football matches throughout the season. 

 There will be at least six international matches during a twelve month period.  

 On average, five hundred supporters attended the matches organized by the new 
executive team.  For the major competitions (International friendly matches) and 
playoffs, an average of one thousand supporters attended the matches.   

 There are approximately fifty volunteers and/or casual workers such as security 
personnel, ticket office operatives, drivers, police officers, etc for each match.
